Church Leadership Certificate Program

Church Planting Certificate Course Rotation

Requirements:  Every church planter who receives funds from the Florida Baptist Convention Church/Pastoral Assistance Program must complete the Church Planting Certificate. This Certificate is to be completed within 18 months of the beginning of funding.
Description:  The Church Planting Certificate consists of 5 courses totaling 8 credit hours. The certificate is an accredited offering of Leavell College of New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary. The courses required are listed below.

Courses

Description:  Not all courses are equal in length or academic credit. The Church Planting course is a 4 credit hour course and therefore meets for many more hours than the other four classes. The course, Church Planting is only one course but accounts for half (4) of the credit hours required to earn the certificate (8).

Part 1: 4 credit hours. 1 class.

· Church Planting (PMUS1463)
> This class is 4 Credit Hours (48 classroom hours plus additional assignments).
> This course is required for all church planters. Prospective or current church planters should contact the appropriate church planting department for course offering information:

Part 2: 4 credit hours. 4 classes (1 credit hour each)

· Baptist Doctrine .(THUS 1110)
· Introduction to Ministry (CMCM2310)
· Introduction to Preaching (PMUS1112)
· Evangelism (PMUS1110)
> These classes are all 1 credit hour (12 classroom hours plus additional assignments).

> These courses are required for all church planters unless demonstrated by transcripts that these have been completed at Seminary or Bible College accredited by SACS and/or ATS.
> Transcripts: Students wanting to be exempted from the four 1 credit hour courses listed above may send their transcripts (the transcripts do not have to be official transcripts for this purpose) to: Dr. Mark Stephens, Theological Education and Distance Learning, 3000 S. John Young Parkway, Orlando, FL 32805. Mark will review transcripts in order to determine whether prior Bible college or seminary course work will count toward this requirement. He along with the church planting staff of the Florida Baptist Convention will forward their recommendation to Cecil Seagle for final decisions on exemption.
